1st Brook’s  Kellouacy The Patriot.  b/bw. cobby short backed dog with strong 
masculine head. Correct bite, well placed ears, keen expression, short neck leading to 
heavy straight boned front, well made quarters, moved well both ways.  
2nd  William’s  Gwynsel Its Not Unusual, white with head marks, strong head not 
quite the profile of  1, correct bite, strong underjaw, good length of neck, straight 
front, longer cast than 1, decent quarters, tidy feet, moved close behind. 
 
3.  Taylor’s Chartay  Lord of The Ring.

1 Lethbridge & Stephenson’s Crossfire Top Gun, white with headmark good 
profile, well filled under eyes, correct bite wicked eye nice reach of neck leading to 
straight front, level topline, well made quarters, tidy feet, moved with drive. 
 
2. Bradshaw & Jackson’s Eiramsel Abisha at Evaduse, br/white still immature in 
body, strong head, well set ears, correct bite, nice reach of neck, straight front level 
topline, well made quarters, movement erratic due to lack of ring training, should 
improve with age.

1. Lamomby’s Bilston Black Jack of Emred, powerful tricolour with ultra short 
back, strong masculine head, well set ears, wicked eye, correct bite, strong neck 
leading to well placed shoulders and straight front, well muscled quarters, cat like 
feet, moved with drive but a little close behind. BIS                                                                                                                             
2. Hind & Fowler’s  Mitzstaff Diamond Geezer, white with well filled and 
masculine head but not the power of 1. Wicked eye, correct bite, good reach of neck, 
straight front, slightly long cast, strong quarters, tidy feet, moved with drive, close 
behind.

1. Smalley’s Briden Solid Silver  Cobby all white with stunning profile, wicked eye, 
well placed ears, correct bite, short powerful neck, straight front, short back, well 
muscled quarters, neat feet, moved well.   
2. Malpass’s Ounsdale Blazin Star  White with headmarks, super expression, well 
set ears, decent profile, correct bite, good reach of neck, straight front, level topline, 
well made quarters, tidy feet, lost out to 1 on his movement which was a little 
uncoordinated.   
3. Silva’s Denpower Red Rumble   
  
PGD (4.1) 
1. Hawker’s Terrakuler Mighty Monty Well made tricolour, pleasing masculine 
head with well set ears, good expression, mouth incorrect, strong neck, straight heavy 
boned front, level topline, moved well both ways. 
2. Jones’s Scrumpy Jack  BBW Strong headed dog, wicked eye, would not use his 
ears, when he did his appearance improved considerably, mouth fault, thick neck, 
straight front, level topline, well bent stifles, moved with purpose, close behind. 
3. Malden’s Jaggers Wonder. 
  
OD (5.2) 
1. McGregor’s Merlindan Sentinel  Upstanding and powerfully built all white dog 
with headmark, well filled head with piercing expression, well placed ears, correct 
bite, strong neck, straight front, well placed shoulders, level topline, well muscled 
quarters moved well. 
2. Smalley’s Briden Carbon Copy  BBW Well filled masculine head with good 
profile, good ear set, correct bite, nice reach of neck leading to straight front, level 
topline, well made quarters, moved well when settled, just lost out to the power of 1. 
3. Malden’s Jaggers Wonder. 
  
Vet D/B (2) 
1. Godsall’s Neverland Diamond Dust 7 year old white bitch with headmark, 
pleasing well filled feminine head, wicked expression, mouth incorrect, good reach of 
neck, straight front, deep forechest, short back, well made quarters, moved with drive 
but close behind.   
2 Karta’s Bagstock Ginger 8 year old r/w dog, masculine head, kinder eye than 1, 
good profile, mouth fault, powerful neck, straight front, level topline, well made 
quarters, moved well settled. 
  
SpB.B (9.3) 
1. Brooks’s  Kellquacy Lippy Chick  Well made and substantial Br/W bitch, well 
filled head, good ear placement, keen expression, strong neck, straight front, level 
topline, well made quarters, moved with drive.    
2.  Malden’s  Shanson Blackshadow At Louka  Smart tricolour bitch with keen 
expression, well set ears, mouth incorrect, nice reach of neck, straight front, well 
muscled quarters, moved with drive a little close behind. 
3.  Hutchings’s Chartay Black Velvet at Bulablis.

1. Karta’s Karmara Cause a Commotion Powerfully built and upstanding white 
bitch, strong feminine head with wicked expression, correct bite, well set ears, long 
elegant neck, leading to a strong straight front, good fore chest, slightly long cast, 
powerful and well made quarters, moved well both ways. RBIS and BP.   
2.  Godsalls Neverland Ice Blue Elegant white bitch with headmark, well set ears, 
keen expression, correct bite, beautiful reach of neck, straight front, well placed 
shoulders and level topline, good quarters, moved well when settled, just needs time 
to mature. 
3.  Cserfalvi-Young’s Ducassos Polar Ice.

1. T. Williams Hullaballoo’s Pleasure Drop B/B/W feminine bitch with elegant yet 
strong head, well placed ears, correct bite, keen expression, good reach of neck, 
straight front and well placed shoulders, slightly long cast, well made quarters, good 
feet, moved well.   
2.  D. Williams Ultron Memphis Belle White with headmark, strong and well made 
bitch, good expression, well placed ears, correct bite, good profile, short neck, straight 
front, level topline, strong quarters, moved with drive.   
3.  Hughes Graymoor Giambi

1.  Holbrook’s Merlindan Sugar Plum Well made B/W bitch, strong feminine head 
with pleasing profile and good expression, well set ears, correct bite, nice reach of 
neck leading to well placed shoulders with straight front, level topline, good quarters, 
cat like feet, moved well both ways.    
2.  Smalley’s Ducassos Right By Me Briden.  White with eye patch super profile, 
wicked expression, good ear placement, correct bite, good reach of neck, slight dip to 
topline, strong quarters, moved with drive.   
3  Burley’s Kearbys Curaco At Mistlebrook

1. Jefferies Bulbrum Porcelain Queen  White well made bitch, with pleasing but not 
exaggerated profile, good expression well placed ears, elegant neck, strong forechest 
and well laid shoulders, level topline, decent quarters, moved well both ways, pressed 
hard for best bitch.    
2.  Farrar & Gray’s  Gillarias Ashkalani Star  White with headmarks, super 
expression and good profile, correct bite, nice reach of neck, straight front, slight dip 
to topline, well made quarters with good bend of stifle, moved with drive, a little close 
behind.    
3.  Malden’s Louka Lady In Red

1. Morgans Romagna Memphis Belle Powerful and well made white with 
headmark, good ear carriage, keen expression, correct bite, nice roman finish in 
profile, muscular neck, heavy straight boned front, level topline, strong quarters, 
moved with drive, well handled.     
2.  Gratty’s Targyt Dusky Dawn of Dodecote B/W attractive bitch with ultra short 
back, strong yet feminine head with pleasing profile, wicked expression, correct bite, 
straight front, well made quarters, moved well both ways, well handled.     
3.  Holmes Kenmilltri Red Devil.

1. Jefferies Bulbrum Porcelain Queen      
2  Burley’s Boarean Breen At Mistlebrook White with head mark pleasing profile, 
well placed ears, good reach of neck, straight front, strong fore chest, level topline,
